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These outcomes reflect only a portion of Legal Aid’s work. They are intended to provide a
snapshot of the types of outcomes we see in each area of the law we practice.

Note: Legal Aid provides a variety of support to our clients, including counsel and advice or brief
assistance. Due to the nature of this work, it’s difficult to track outcomes from clients we only speak to
once or twice. In other cases, we provide extended representation in court or other legal proceedings or
negotiations outside the courtroom. The outcomes reported here are for those extended services cases.
